Arun Angels are volunteers who seek
to provide a safety net for vulnerable
people, in Bognor,  on a Saturday
evening. Volunteers work in teams of 5
or 6, meeting at the Methodist Church
at 9pm on a Saturday evening, before
walking around the Town Centre and
Sea Front areas of Bognor until 3am on

a Sunday morning.

Volunteers carry flip flops with them to give to people who
are unable to walk home in their high heals. They are also
available to extend a listening ear to people, help those
who are suffering after a few hours drinking and look for
people whose safety may be compromised. Angels also
sign-post people who need help with particular issues.

Good relationships with the police, night staff and other
people working around Bognor at that time of night.
