Starting on September 12th we
plan to begin explaining and
exploring our core values
through
which is a season and series of
prayer, teaching, worship,

reflect his love and salvation in our lives and community.

Our Sunday morning services will begin explaining and exploring
these core values.We will then provide further discussion and
teaching material to enable us to dig a little deeper in our home
groups.

We would like to encourage everyone to be fully
involved in this series of teaching, which will both explore the
core values of OpenGate Church and help individuals move into
an understanding that God has a ministry and role for them.
