On Ruth’s immediate leftMol and
Raksmey, both teachers who've been long-
term students. Teachers are a key profession
as they have a lot of influence and respect in
Asian society, so men and women in this
profession who come to the Lord can have far-
reaching effects for the Kingdom. Then to
Ruth’s right isPanyaa,an accountant from a
Khmer-Chinese family who has frequently
attended Ruth’s Bible class, as have two
sistersKhiv and Funn on the far right of the photo, who are also Chinese-speaking.
Beside them is Mr&eakhanakwho's in education. Please pray for the truth they've
heard and studied to become alive and real to them. And please rentleenbtrer
classes and Ywam teacherSopheak Samnang and Bopha who also regularly
teach their students the word of God and have opportunities to sh&ectteNews
about Jesus with them.

In the meantime, what William Wordsworth called the ‘still, sagsic of humanity’
continues to ebb and flow through the Ywam office where we do a lot of our work.
...A young woman sits in a chair, head in hands, sobbing her heart out bslalsse
got Aids, and the husband who brought it home has abandoned her....
....Another family come into the office in tears and in shock, bruised attelrdxh
after a fatal car accident the night before, when they Weargying a sick family
member to hospital in a hired pick-up truck and it ran into the back ohintruck
carrying illegal timber.... The poor know that they can come knockingwam’s
door for help. The church is good at giving too; money doesn’t stay loting iRoor
Fund account..
This little girl is Srey Mom always full of smiles
and lively chatter, orphaned from Aids and
suffering from it herself. She loves to read the
illustrated Children’s Bible that we keep in the
office. She was living with distant family in a
village on the opposite bank of the Mekong, but is
now being properly cared for as an adopted
daughter ofThavy (also in the photo) one of the
Ywam staff who ministers to Aids patients.



There was a cry for help from a destitute family recenthgnvthe head of the family
needed a blood transfusion, and the office staff (all Khmer) hau@nound to raise
the money for a few pints from the hospital blood bank for him. Sutteislove and
care for their own people. ‘Such love streams from the FatheaH to us, and in that
heart is a fount of love and pity for all mankind’.
