This meeting is an opportunity to share in the vision of the church
and, among other items, will include a proposal to release Marcelo into
a new ministry position.

Marcelo was called over 10 years ago as a missionary
pastor with a clear vision to establish a connection between Opengate
and churches in Europe and other nations.The past ten years have
seen our connections continue to grow as we now have links with
many churches in Europe and Brazil. Marcelo has expressed a desire to
take this vision to the next stage and for him to be released into his
apostolic ministry of encouraging and supporting churches across the
nations whilst remaining a fully committed member of Opengate and
continuing to be involved in the work that happens in the local church.
The leadership are fully supportive of Marcelo's calling and wish to
assist by continuing to support him financially, releasing him from his
commitments at Opengate and providing support to enable him to
make the transition from a paid employee to a corporately supported
missionary pastor.

he leadership feel that for this to
happen he needs to be released from the expectations that would be
placed upon him if he remained an employee of Opengate. However,
this decision does not change the relationship that Opengate have
with Marcelo as the church will continue to embrace his dreams and
visions and go with him to the nations. Marcelo will continue as a
member of the leadership team, lead worship and preach.

Brasa have recognised the role that they have as
a major partner to this happening and since July have contributed
about 20% of Marcelo's salary.They have agreed to increase this to
40% from January 2012 and to 60% from January 2013.The nature of
Marcelo's ministry will necessitate travelling expenses to churches and
contacts both in the UK and abroad.
The leadership propose that Opengate will make a payment equivalent
to 60% of Marcelo's current salary to him each month from Jan - Jun
2012.This amount will reduce to 40% of his current salary from Jul -
Dec 2012. In recognition of Brasa's additional commitment from Jan
2013 this amount will reduce to 20% from Jan 2013.This gradual
reduction in support will give Marcelo time to gain support from
other churches that are already part of the gttn vision and churches
that he is making connections with.
The support from Opengate will either be paid to a Charitable body
such as OpenHeart or to Marcelo directly if he chooses to become
self employed. Marcelo, together with Opengate, can seek advice from
someone such as Independent Examiners about the most efficient way
for him to manage these payments and to ensure that any donations
from Opengate are made in line with the Charity Commission
requirements.

The leadership  propose that we continue to provide a
home for Marcelo and his family, rent free, for 2012. A tenancy
agreement will need to be drawn up by a third party and signed by
Marcelo and Lee and Opengate.
With effect from 2013, if Marcelo and Lee wish to remain tenants of
Thrusloes, a new rental agreement would be drawn up with a rental
payment in line with current rental values as determined by a third
party.
